Stomach

Small intestine
Where food is digested into small molecules which are absorbed into the body
Large intestine
Takes water and some minerals from the leftover food material and creates solid waste
Producers
An organism that makes its own food
Prey
Animals that ate eaten by a predator
Predators
Animals that eat other animals. They are top of the food chain
Consumer
Eats producers or other consumers in a food chain
