Fuse
A safety device to stop the flow of electricity. 
Series circuit
A complete closed circuit that runs through one path. 
Open switch 
An open switch makes an incomplete circuit not allowing current to pass through. 
Closed switch
Completes a circuit allowing current to pass through. 
Current
The rate at which electricity flows. 
Insulator
Does not readily conduct electricity. 
Conductor
Contains electrical charge. 
Cell
A device capable of changing chemical energy into electrical current. 
Battery 
A device that stores chemical energy and converts it into electrical current. 
Amps
Unit of electrical current.
Volts
Unit of electrical force.
