Definition
Characteristic
A quality or appearance that makes an individual or group different from others

Classification
Grouping things based on their characteristics so they can be identified

Environment
The conditions in which a living thing exists. Soil, climate and other living things all count as part of the environment. 
Hibernate
An animal or plant that spends the winter in a dormant state

Migrate
The long distance movement of animals, usually due to a change in the seasons

Invertebrate
An animal that does not have a backbone such as snails, worms, spiders and insects
Vertebrate
An animal that has a backbone such as fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals
